4. What does it stir in you to know that Jesus doesn’t just come from broken people, but comes to fulfill and
restore what they were meant to be?

5. IfJesus truly reigns as the greater Adam, greater Abraham, and greater David, what part of your life is He
inviting you to surrender to His leadership today?
